As we look forward five to ten years, one question 
continues to arise: How will Wal-Mart affect our 
business? According to Fast Company, if Wal-Mart were 
to maintain its average growth rate from the past 10 
years, it will become the world’s first $1 trillion company 
within a decade. While the odds may be against it, 
should it happen, it would be: 

A single corporation with more than 5 million 
employees — more people than are currently 
employed by the US federal government. 
Annual revenues would be on the same scale as the 
GDP of the UK ($1.52 trillion) and far exceed the 
GDP of countries such as Australia, Canada, and 
Spain. 
It would be nearly 10 percent of the entire US 
economy; and equal to the government budgets of 
all 50 US states combined. 

So, the real questions are: 

How can your (client’s) company better service Wal-
Mart or provide better, cheaper products in less time 
to the super retailer? 
How closely will your logistics center locate to 
theirs? (Hint: One of Wal-Mart’s west coast 
fulfillment centers is located just north of 
Bakersfield!) 
How will its electronic product code (EPC) initiative 
affect its suppliers?  Wal-Mart received its first Radio 
Frequency Identification (RFID) tagged shipments 
this month and has set a compliance deadline for its 
top 100 vendors for January 1, 2005.
